Lodging will be in bunk house style cabins with 12 young adults and 2 adults per cabin. You will need to bring your own
linens (pillow, blanket, sheets, towels, sleeping bag, etc). Shower facilities are at the site. All buildings are smoke free. The
food is included and will be prepared on site by our concessionaire. You will not be hungry!

Chaperones - Chaperones get a 3 day free vacation while enjoying the great outdoors with young adults. Chaperones truly
make the camp flow smoothly and make a difference on what the young adults learn from this camp. The camp would not
be a success without the help and support of chaperones. As a chaperone your responsibility is being a part of a group
during the day and making sure the group gets to each activity. At night you are responsible for 12 young adults. But the
most important responsibility is to make sure everyone is having fun, including yourself! We ask that chaperones be at
least 16 years old and a background check is required for all chaperones.
